Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Moninger to approve the minutes from the June 2, 2025 meeting. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Moninger, Orcutt, and Pokaluk. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried. 

Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Moninger to pay the following bills:

Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Orcutt to charge $75 for an annual permit for any non-residents that would like to dispose of their grass clippings and yard waste into the Village’s dump. Yard waste and grass clippings only. No trees. All others will have to be approved. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Moninger, Orcutt, and Pokaluk. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried. Discussion was held in regards to golf carts. Moninger rescinded his second on the motion to move forward with voting on ordinance 325. Ordinance 325 did not pass, therefore golf carts, ATVs, UTVs, etc. are not permitted in the village. Clerk will send letter to all property owners. Discussion was held in regards to numbers on houses. Clerk will send a letter to all property owners to ask them to please put house numbers on houses to help with 911 purposes. 

Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Pokalukk to approve building permit at 32 West Ave. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Moninger, Orcutt, and Pokaluk. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried. 

Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Pokaluk to move September meeting to the 15th. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Moninger, Orcutt, and Pokaluk. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried. 

Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Einspahr to table Lawyer/legal council until next meeting. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Moninger, Orcutt, and Pokaluk. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried. Discussion was held in regards to a drive-in movie theater. Fleming has permission to move forward.
